1. DEFINITION OF AIR TRAFFIC INCIDENTS

1.1. Gefährliche Annäherung zwischen Luftfahrzeugen 1.1. Aircraft proximity

1.1.1. Über Vorfälle, die speziell die Ausübung von Flugverkehrs-
diensten betreffen und solche Umstände wie Annäherungen
anderer Luftfahrzeuge (AIRPROX) oder schwere Probleme, die
zu einer Gefahr für das Luftfahrzeug führen und z.B.: durch fal-
sche Verfahren, nicht einhalten von Verfahren oder Fehlfunktion
von Bodeneinrichtungen, soll eine Meldung an die betroffene
Flugverkehrsdienststelle übermittelt werden.

1.1.1. An air traffic incident report should normally be submitted
to the air traffic services unit concerned, for incidents specifically
related to the provision of air traffic services involving such
occurrences as aircraft proximity (AIRPROX) or other serious
problems resulting in a hazard to aircraft, caused by e.g: faulty
procedures, non-compliance with procedures, or failure of
ground facilities.

3.1. An initial report about aircraft proximity should be made via
radio to the air traffic services unit the aircraft is in contact at this
time. If this is not done immediately after the occurrence of the
incident, it may be impossible to safeguard the relevant data of
the other aircraft involved.

3.2. If it is impossible to report the incident by radio, a report
should be made by telephone or other means to the nearest ATS
reporting office, immediately after landing.

4.1. The purpose of the reporting of aircraft proximity incidents
and their investigation is to increase the safety of air traffic.

4.2. Zweck des Formblattes ist, die Untersuchungsbehörden mit
möglichst umfassenden Informationen über besondere Vor-
kommnisse im Flugverkehr zu versehen.
Weiters sollte dadurch ermöglicht werden, die Piloten/LFZ Halter
so schnell wie möglich über den Ausgang der Untersuchung und
eventuell eingeleitete Maßnahmen zu informieren.

4.2. The purpose of the form is to provide investigatory authori-
ties with a complete information on an air traffic incident.

Furthermore a feedback for pilots and operators shall be assured
by information about the result of the incident investigation and
the actions probably taken.
